Vegetable Cobbler serves 4-6

Ingredients

80zs/225g each of carrots, parsnips, leeks and celeriac; 2 cloves of garlic
chopped; an inch cube of fresh root ginger, peeled and finely chopped; 2
tbspns olive oil; 1pt boiling water; 2 level tbspns cornflour; juice of % lemon;
¥ tspn of dried marjoram; 1 vegetable stock cube; salt and pepper to taste.

For the topping: 40zs/115g SR flour; 40zs/115g wholemeal SR flour; Y2 tspn
dry mustard powder; ¥z tspn salt; 20zs/60g soft margarine; 3 flozs/90ml milk;
1oz /30g cheddar cheese, grated; 1 medium egg, beaten.

Method

Peel and cut the vegetables into good sized chunks. Fry vegetables in the oil
with the garlic on a low heat but do not brown. Add the ginger and marjoram
and stir well. Mix lemon juice, stock cube and boiling water and add to
vegetables. Cover and cook for 10 minutes. Mix cornflour with a little water,
add to the vegetables, stir and season. Pour the mixture into an ovenproof
dish. Mix all the topping ingredients with a mixer to a soft dough saving a
little egg for brushing. Rollout to about 1 inch thick and cut into 2 inch rounds.
Layer on top of vegetable mixture and brush with beaten egg. Cook in the
oven at approx 200°C/gas mark 6 for 12-15mins until topping is browned.

Milky Strawberry Jelly with Summer Fruits

Ingredients

2 x packets strawberry jelly, cut into chunks; 300ml fresh orange juice; 400g
strawberries, hulled; 170g tin evaporated milk. Any fresh summer fruits
eg blueberries (optional).

Method

Place jelly cubes in a small pan with 4 tbspns of orange juice and warm over
a gentle heat stirring well until dissolved. Stir in the remaining orange juice
and set aside. Thinly slice 6 strawberries and place in moistened jelly mould
reserving a few slices to decorate the top. Puree the remaining strawberries.
Place the strawberry puree, evaporated milk and jelly mixture in to a large
measuring jug. Using a balloon whisk or electric hand whisk, blend together
well to aerate until the the volume reaches about 1 litre. Pour the mixture into
the jelly mould, allow to cool and leave to set in a fridge for 2 hours. Turn out
the mould on to a plate and serve scattered with the reserve strawberries plus
the summer fruits if using.
